PURPOSE: For Information
SYNOPSIS:  A new standard design for Army chapels has been approved. Space planning criteria for Religious Education Facilities and Family Life Centers has also been updated in conjunction with the new space planning criteria for chapels.  

DISCUSSION: In January 2004, a new Army standard for chapel facilities (real property category code 73017) was approved by the Army Facility Standardization Committee and incorporated into standard designs. All revisions have been completed and the result of the design effort is a new standard design with three sizes of chapels:
· Chapel (200 seats) – 17,900 SF – regular seating of 200 persons, special occasion capacity of 355 persons

· Chapel Center (400 seats) – 22,600 SF – regular seating of 400 persons, special occasion capacity of 639 persons

· Chapel Complex (600 seats) – 32,900 SF – regular seating of 600, special occasion capacity of 1,180 persons
These 3 new standard designs will be used with the existing designs for small chapels (Scheme A/B, seating 60/120 persons) as shown in the following table:
